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Updates on the Sprinkler Work at MAPC

Our sprinkler project is well underway. Protective coverings have been put down in the Church
House Lobby, as well as in the larger elevator. While they are not especially attractive, their pur-
pose is practical and necessary. The work of installing city-required sprinklers on each floor will
take place in stages, listed below. Please note that for the duration of time work is underway,

these floors are strictly off-limits for safety reasons. - |

Stage One: 4th, 5th, 6th Floors and Roof Garden (June 4—dJuly 28)
Stage Two:  7th, 8th and 9th Floors (July 1—August 25)
Stage Three: Ground Floor and Mezzanine (July 23—August 30)

The 5th Floor will be used for staging and storing equipment and will be off-limits from
June 11 through September 1.

' Recently, the work in the lobby and mezzanine began, and Sunday fellowship
hour will be taking place in the Parish Hall through the rest of the summer. The
7th Floor is almost complete, but work is continuing on the Roof Garden, 8th
and 9th Floors.
